
OPERATION Reduce, Reuse, and Recycle

Great job keeping track of the things you throw away! Now you have 
a good idea of the kinds of things that get thrown away and end up in 
landfills.

Some of the things that people throw away don’t 
have to end up in the garbage. Some trash, like 
glass, newspaper, metal cans, and different types 
of plastics, can be recycled. When these things are 
recycled they are taken to a place where they can be 

made into something new or different.  Other things people throw 
away can be reused. That means using the same thing again before you throw it away. 
For example, you can reuse a piece of paper by writing or drawing on both sides before 
you throw it in the garbage or you could reuse a grocery bag to carry your picnic 
lunch in.  What else could you reuse?

Reducing the amount of things that end up in landfills by recycling or reusing 
them can help to keep our land and water, like my home down by the river, clean 
and healthy! 

Your mission, should you choose to accept it, is to look for 
things that get thrown away at your home (remember not to take 
anything out of the trash!) and think about whether or not they 
could be reused or recycled instead of thrown away. 

Being a Special Agent means being a good investigator, keep up the good work. You will 
need these skills for your next mission too!
